U  Annual Accessibility Plan - Mary Jane Kurm

Mary Jane Kurm, Chair of the Accessibility Advisory Team, provided an overview of the
Annual Accessibility Plan for TBRHSC which requires Board approval on an annual basis.
Copies of the plan were circulated to members as well as the booklet ‘People First - A
Helpful Guide to Disability and Assisting Those With Disabilities’. Once approved the
Annual Accessibility Plan will be posted on the TBRHSC website.

The new Accessibility for Ontarians with Disabilities Act, 2005 provides for mandatory
progressive change. The five standards that will be developed and implemented are:

U Customer Service

Transportation

Information and Communications

Employment

Built Environment

The Customer Service standard is the first accessibility standard created under the
authority of the Act. This standard is now law and will see compliance in January 2010.
Ms. Kurm highlighted the accomplishments of TBRHSC during the past year with regards
to barrier removal initiatives and strategies.

Medical Emergency Team (MET) — Carolyn Frietag

Carolyn Frietag, Manager of Critical Care Services, provided an overview of the Medical
Emergency Team (MET). The presentation highlighted the following:

The MET is described as a “Code Prevention” team - comprised of specially trained
critical care practitioners (RN and MD). It was implemented in 2006.

The goal is to work collaboratively with hospital ward staff to identify, assess and
respond to the needs of seriously ill patients prior to the development of progressive
and irreversible deterioration.

MET enables early identification for patients at risk of becoming critically ill; Provides
timely prophylactic, life-saving intervention/resuscitation; Assesses patient status and
facilitates timely ICU admissions.

MET provides 48-hour follow-up to patients discharged from ICU.

MET calling criteria: When a patient shows signs of acute change in Airway;
Breathing; Circulation; or Neurological criteria. MET works best when ward staff are
encouraged to call in the team whenever they notice change in key physiological
indicators or when they have serious concerns about a patient.

MET has improved outcomes in the areas of Cardiac Arrest; Length of Stay; and
Mortality Rate.
